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TRUSTEE’S NOTICE OF MOTION AND MOTION TO (1) REQUIRE DEBTOR TO PRODUCE INFORMATION UNDER RULE 2004 AND (2) EXTEND THE TRUSTEE’S DEADLINE TO OBJECT TO CONFIRMATION 

NOTICE 
The Trustee, ______, has filed the accompanying Motion that requests (1) an order requiring the Debtor to produce documents, materials, or information, pursuant to Fed. R. Bankr. P. 2004, relating to the Debtor’s financial circumstances or chapter 13 plan, and (2) an extension of the deadline for the Trustee to object to confirmation of the plan in order to afford the Trustee time to consider the Debtor’s production in response to the order (the “Motion”). If the Debtor opposes the Motion, the Debtor must file an objection by no later than 14 days after the date on which the Trustee filed the Motion. The court may grant the Motion before this objection period expires; if the court does so, it will consider any timely filed objection as a request to reconsider anew its granting of the Motion. Any objection must state supporting specific facts and legal citations and may be accompanied by supporting declarations.

MOTION

After examining the Debtor at the meeting of creditors and reviewing the Debtor’s filings in this case, the Trustee contends that additional information is necessary to determine whether the Trustee should recommend or oppose confirmation of the plan or seek dismissal of this case.

WHEREFORE, pursuant to Federal Rule of Bankruptcy Procedure 2004, the Trustee requests that the Court order the following:
A. Require the Debtor to produce the following documents to the Trustee on or before [INSERT DATE (typically 28 days from the Request for Production, but subject to alternative request by Debtor’s Counsel)]:
1. [EXAMPLE: All paystubs received during the six months prior to filing sufficient to verify the wages listed on Line 2 of Form 122C-1];
2. [EXAMPLE: Copies of the Debtor’s 2019 and 2020 tax returns];
3. [EXAMPLE: A broker’s price opinion or other documentation to support the real estate value listed on Schedule A/B for the Debtor’s real estate located at 123 N. 1st Street, Milwaukee, WI 12345]; and
4. [EXAMPLE: Documentation to support the pension income listed on Schedule I and Line 9 of Form 122C-1].
B. Extend the deadline for the Trustee to object to confirmation of the Debtor’s chapter 13 plan to [INSERT DATE: no more than 28 days from the deadline stated in paragraph A, above].

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ORDER ON TRUSTEE’S MOTION (1) REQUIRING DEBTOR TO PRODUCE INFORMATION UNDER RULE 2004 AND (2) EXTENDING THE TRUSTEE’S DEADLINE TO OBJECT TO CONFIRMATION 
Pursuant to Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure 2004 and 9006, the Court’s review of the Trustee’s motion to produce information under Rule 2004 and for an extension of the deadline for objecting to confirmation of the Debtor’s chapter 13 plan, and the Court’s consideration of the Debtor’s filings in this case, IT IS ORDERED that:
A. By no later than [Insert Date] the Debtor must produce to the Trustee all of the following:

1. [EXAMPLE: All paystubs received during the six months prior to filing sufficient to verify the wages listed on Line 2 of Form 122C-1];

2. [EXAMPLE: Copies of the Debtor’s 2019 and 2020 tax returns];

3. [EXAMPLE: A broker’s price opinion or other documentation to support the real estate value listed on Schedule A/B for the Debtor’s real estate located at 123 N. 1st Street, Milwaukee, WI 12345]; and

4. [EXAMPLE: Documentation to support the pension income listed on Schedule I and Line 9 of Form 122C-1].
B. The Trustee must file any objection to confirmation of the Debtor’s chapter 13 plan on or before [Insert Date].
C. The Court may reconsider this order de novo if the Debtor files an objection to the Trustee’s motion for production and extension of time within 14 days after the date on which the Trustee filed the motion.
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
